The HSAs are four state wide exams (Algebra/Data Analysis, English II, Biology I, and American Government) that all students are required to take and pass in order to graduate with a Maryland State Diploma beginning with the Class of 2009 and beyond.  Attached to this letter is a flyer that identifies the days that the HSAs will be administered and what grades are affected each day.
